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What Is a database?

* Provides a way of searching across a
large number of journals to find relevant
articles

 Contains a list of iIndexed references to
journal articles

» Contains bibliographic information and
abstracts of journal articles
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Before you start searching

 Make sure you have:

A focused, answerable guestion
How well do antiretroviral drugs work?

How effective are antiretroviral drugs on pregnant
women with HIV/AIDS?

Broken the question down into its key concepts

Antiretroviral drugs
HIV/AIDS
Pregnancy
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Boolean operators

Boolean operators are words that create
relationships between search terms

* AND

‘AND’ narrows your search
e.g. Antiretroviral Drugs AND Pregnancy

This searches for items containing both words. This will
result in fewer but more relevant results

* OR

‘OR’ broadens a search
e.g. HIV OR AIDS
This searches for items containing either word
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Online resources

« Search engines — no restrictions
Google, Yahoo

* Subject gateways — evaluated information
NHS Evidence, Intute

* Blogs — online diary/journal updated often

* Wikis — Website allowing users to add and
edit content collectively

Wikipedia
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Online resources — Advantages and Disadvantages

* Advantages
Instant Information from a simple search
Current information

« Disadvantages
May not be of appropriate quality

Often funded by advertising
Uncertain authenticity
